From the Finance Team

Some of our church members have found a really
smart way of being able to increase their giving with-
out taking a hit on their wallets. It's called Charitable
Trust Giving, and it makes so much sense that you
wonder why more people aren’t doing it. It's simple,
easy, tax efficient, and private.

The finance team discussed this giving-option at
their last meeting and decided that this kind of
information could be very helpful in your
stewardship efforts. At one time, people with aver-
age incomes thought such strategic planning of
church giving was only for the wealthy. Not so.

Many solid financial institutions provide this
service such as Fidelity, Vanguard, T Rowe Price,
etc. However, since a member of our Finance
Team has a Charitable Trust Account with Charles
Schwab, we’ll use that as an example in explaining
the process. Their website schwabcharitable.org
walks you through the process in clear simple steps.
It even has planning tools that calculate the cost of
your contribution in dollars and cents and what .
you're saving in taxes. You discover that you can:

Reduce your Income taxes by receiving an
immediate tax deduction for contributed assets to
offset taxable income;

Avoid capital gains taxes on the contribution of
appreciated assets and

Reduce estate taxes by removing contributed
assets from your taxable estate.

It even can be customized with your name such as the
Strawhun Family Fund with your own letterhead that
sends out your pre-determined contribution on a
regular basis.

Let’s say you plan to pledge $5,000 for 2012. You
would use that $5,000 to set up the account. That
money could be invested for growth or could be
set up as a money market account. You would
receive an immediate tax benefit and could use
the planning tools to maximize your tax savings to
the penny.

Of course, it's understood that you can’t take back
that money and there is a minimum amount
required to set up the fund. At Schwab, for
example, the minimum is $5,000 and your
donation amounts cannot be less than $100.00 at
a time. Even with these qualifications, it is a win/
win plan. You benefit as well as the church.
Something to think about.

Striving for the Stars!

Since 1964, the preschool has been a source of pride
for this congregation and the community of
Westwood. It is a different world now from what it
was in the 60’s. Many school districts have their own
preschools and offer both % day and full day
programs. Increasing numbers of families need a full
day of child care so that both parents can work to
support the family. The simple reality is that half day
preschool programs are becoming dinosaurs, even if
they do have excellent teachers and curriculum. So
how do we, here at Westwood, prepare to compete in this climate of social
change?

Vicki Welsh,
Preschool Director

This has been my mission since arriving here at Westwood...to position this
wonderful preschool program to continue into the future. Our first move was
to join in on the ground floor of the Strengthening Families Innovative for the
Westwood/Cheviot neighborhoods. This was an opportunity to be better
known in the community, lending support to the lives of young families. It
also has given us a wonderful outlet for networking with other centers and
home care providers. SF, through 4C's, offers our staff many continuing
education classes at no expense. Best of all, by setting benchmarks for us,
we have the ability to earn up to $750 per year.

Our second step occurred this year when we began providing care for our
children during off-school hours. We call it our Extended Care Program and
have served 18 children throughout each week, allowing our parents more
opportunities for work and personal schooling. Next year we look forward to
serving the same number of families. The program has received positive
reviews. Our State inspector was so pleased, she encouraged us to submit
a request for more children.

Our next and 3" step is to enter the Step Up To Quality (SUTQ) program.
This is a voluntary rating system for early care and education centers in
Ohio. Participating centers earn a one-, two- or three-star rating by meeting
an extensive list of quality benchmarks that exceed licensing standards.
Experts say these benchmarks improve the growth and developmental
potential of children. The rating system, available to parents since 2004,
also provides a useful tool for selecting quality early childhood programs.
These benchmarks include low child-to-staff ratios, group size, accreditation,
staff education, specialized training, improved workplace characteristics and
early learning standards.

Yep...It will be a busy year...maybe two, because it's a long process to work
through to receive our stars! But we will do it, and will let you know when we
have achieved our goal! We want the WUMC Preschool and Extended Care
Programs to continue to represent Westwood proudly by reaching for the
stars!

Westwood'’s Haiti Connection

Sending eleven people to Haiti, nine of those from West-
wood United Methodist Church and two from Forest
Chapel UMC, was the reconnection of a 40 year history
with Grace Children’s Hospital in Port-au-Prince, Haiti.
Back in the 1960’s, Jan Hyland-Radle and Phil Breen,
both youth group members of Westwood, helped raise
$30,000 to build the hospital. The Mexican Embassy was
purchased, remodeled and Grace Children’'s Hospital
began. In January, 2010, the hospital was 70% destroyed
eliminating all but a few functioning services. Though
crippled in function, the hospital is resurrecting hope
through faith and connections with those who care for
children around the world.

Our team viewed the remains of the hospital and spent
time touring the work still going on in tent cities—eye clin-
ics, well baby stations, surgery center, acute medical
care, counseling for AIDS and TB patients along with
emergency care. With the help of hiring 30 Haitians,
30 buckets, 6 shovels, 1 pick axe, 1 rake, and 2 wheel-
barrows, we were able to completely remove the
rubble from Rosita Bazile’'s home, and minister to the
children living in the hospital in long term care.

We received this note from our contact in Haiti:

ICC Haiti and Grace Children's Hospital are really
grateful to God for bringing your church here again at a
time where we are really struggling to raise up again after
the tragedy of January 12. You had been there in the
60’'s to support us and again you came to help,
demolishing the house of one of our eldest employees,
Ms Rosita Bazile. Words cannot express our feelings, nor
our thanks for all your help; if the world had more people
like you, it would be a better place. You do make a
difference.

We began to
dream of meeting at My Neighbor’'s Place and having our
20-30 year olds participating in a church ministry. We saw
the possibilities for faithful and meaningful conversations to
happen between races, economic classes and various ages.

Education and Small Groups and the Church Council have
agreed with the vision given to us on that cold, winter
evening. The Lifetree Café team is in conversation with My
Neighbor’s Place to explore renovations and sharing space.

The game room
was huge filled with tables displaying board games or
cards just waiting to be played. Pastries and snack
foods along with coffee were provided as well. | had
some great conversations with women and men alike;
some who were homeless; some who lived in the
community there in Over the Rhine. One man asked
me to pray for him.

We were told in our orientation that there were usually
100-150 people—homeless or in the community-- who
came every Saturday morning to have a light break-
fast, play games and just talk. | think on this particular
morning there were at least half that number of
volunteers. Our overall impressions were “welcoming”,
“accepting”, “positive”, “enjoyable”, “comfortable” and
a ministry that we would like to offer further

opportunities for our church to be a part of.

Our mission team will continue to provide more
opportunities for the congregation to be involved in
this wonderful ministry on Saturday mornings. Be
watching for upcoming announcements in the bulletin.
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
