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Oberammergau’s Passion Play was all that anyone could
imagine. Children and animals, a very large stage, unique |
scenery, acting that was intense and honoring of the most
prominent events in world history. What struck me was the
ease of being involved even though | only knew two words of
German. The people were very friendly, glad we were there,
always eager to help or guide or explain or show and proud of
their tradition of honoring a pledge to God starting from the
17" century. People from around the world sat as an audience
of 5000 to watch a cast of 2000 people share the story of
God'’s love and passion for the world. As | sat there, and since —
have thought about those moments, | realized the stupidity of racial d|scr|m|nat|on that all
races practice. Not all people, but some for we all have so much in common- the love of life,
and family, a place to work and live, and the need for forgiveness. | realized the appealing
nature of the love of God as Jesus was portrayed in his passion for worship and truth, his
willingness to give all so all could be forgiven. While spoken in German, how much this story
spoke to this American man.

The story of Oberammergau is Westwood United Methodist Church’s story as well. Though
we did not go through the plague, we do stand as a group of believers who promise to follow
God's will and sacrifice for people, some who don’t understand and others who do. As we
head into the fall of 2010, as we vision and talk together about 2020, as we fulfill our vows of
presence, prayers, gifts and service, let us realize that the promise isn’t to a place but to the
living, loving, holy God whose work is in transforming our lives and culture. | hope that this
fall, through your consistent worship, faithful service through the church and in the
community, generous giving of your

stewardship of all you are and have

and by intentional study you will

experience the wonder of faith,

hope and love.

Summer @ Westwood GenerationNext

It's been a crazy summer. | guess it's always a crazy summer. It seems to take hold of the students at West-
wood and thrash us until we relent to its ever persistent beckoning and call. It all started in early June with a
scorching hot Ichthus. 90 some degrees for five days in the middle of an old horse farm with 40 some people
is fantastic...l live for it. It is also extremely exhausting, but the rewards outweigh the heat and other costs. |
get to spend my week with some of the best volunteers in the city, families like the Bennets, Partridges,
Peters, Jones, Ellsberry, Bottoms, and two brand new interns. It's these individuals and the collective goal of
the Student Ministry that keeps people going back to Wilmore year after year.

June was closing quick and there was a lot to be done. Youth Sunday was still on the calendar and we were
frantically packing in last minute details for Refuge Mission Trip (which was for our Middle School students).
Before we knew it, Youth Sunday was here and we were on our way that evening to Ironton, Ohio.

| rented two fifteen passenger vans and packed three adult leaders and 12 Middle School students into our
vehicles and sped off to our destination. We spent the next four days praying, working, sweating, laughing,
singing, "inside-joking," white water rafting, driving, sleeping (a bit), eating and doing everything together.

It's on mission trips when you see pure, authentic, non-forced, community emerge from the closeness and
proximity that we share in our daily lives. Its out of this day-in-and-day-out being together that our group is
formed. Its out of these shared experiences that memories are forged and we become a team. We constructed
a 24 foot handicap ramp for an elderly man. But we built so much more than a ramp on that trip.

In mid-July the humidity was...relentless. Twelve of us from The HUB (our High School ministry) headed for
Bethesda, OH so far east, it might as well be in West Virginia. Three of the twelve were brand new to
Westwood and, in a very real sense, you could feel the excitement. For the next week we spent every moment
together.

When we got there we divided to conquer. Two teams. The first would tackle a fairly large project. Their plan
was to paint the basement of a cabin, build a 12' x 8' deck and repair two steps to decks in a trailer park. The
other team was recruited to roof a double wide (more than a two day project) and after that, set their targets on
a two story box home, with a roof that was twice as steep as normal. The crazy part of all of this, was that we
were a team of twelve conquering five separate projects, when another team, who was staying in the same
place as we were, chose to build a 16' handicap ramp (one project) with 21 volunteers.

| look back at where we've gone this summer, the shared experience, the rafting, the roofs, the ramps, the
decks, the stairs, the tools and the best part about it isn't all of those things. It's true that no one on the Refuge
Mission Trip was comfortable with a circular saw. It's true that no one on The HUB Mission Trip had ever
placed a shingle in their life. It's true that we had little or no experience overall in our projects--but that didn't
seem to matter.

The best part about the summer, hands down...is the time | spent with 30 some amazing students and their
parents, day-in-and-day-out living life together, growing together, laughing together and following after God's
calling on our lives together.

year as | did last. The time and effort is so valuable in
the pay-off they provide.

We have families who live in New Richmond, Reading,
and Pleasant Ridge. We cover Cincinnati, Three Rivers,
Oak Hills, and many Archdiocesan schools. Last year we
even had 2 families in Northern Kentucky! Thank good-
ness for my GPS. This year | made 56 visits to 66 chil-
dren. We have 22 new families and 32 returning families
to date. (Because of my July life at Christ Hospital with
my father, some of the returning families allowed me to
just hand off the necessary paper work --- Thank you.)
The goal is always the same, to complete all the visits by
the end of July.

Just why is this Home Visit so valuable? First, let me tell

you what it is NOT. It is not an interview . The child is already enrolled in the program. There is no question of

being refused based on a Home Visit. Itis not an inspection . | do not wear white gloves. | do not report the

family to the Health Department or ODJFS for having a messy house! It is not a Pillsbury Cook-off ...I do not
expect something to eat or drink. | plan my visits to avoid the breakfast and
lunch times. It is not intended to mess up the family day . | schedule ap-
pointments on the hour 9, 10, 11 o’clock in the morning; and 1, 2, 3 o’clock in
the afternoon. When both parents work | will go as late as 6 PM to accommo-
date their schedules. Parents choose their appointment times, usually before or
after nap time. | can be in and out in 15-20 minutes.

What a Home Visit does is improve rapport between myself and the parent(s)
and sometimes grandparents. When the family first visits WUMC, there is so
much for them to look at. They are most interested in our facility and what is
going on in the classroom of interest. Their child is either very shy or doesn't
want to leave the classroom; either way they provide some distraction. This is
not the time to “chat”. When | make a visit to the home, my full attention is on
that parent and child. Children often want to show me their bedroom or a
special toy. They understand intuitively that Mom has allowed me in their home,
so | must be a nice safe person.

Besides saving on postage by visiting the home, | can give the parent the final packet of papers they need to
read and complete before school begins. This year the average home packet contained over 20 pages. These
included: A letter from the Parent Club President, Medical Form, various release forms, Parent Tip sheet, Ages/
Stages Assessment, fundraising information, and a Calendar. This is way too much material to give families on
their first visit. They would run screaming out the door! But in the comfort of their homes, | can go over each
page to clarify or answer questions. By July, the entire family is beginning to look forward to the start of school.
Back-to-school ads are seen on TV, so children want to get their backpacks. Its just a good time for the parent
to want to listen and think about school.

The Home Visit is one more valuable communication tool to help all families stay in the loop of a very busy
schedule of activities. We send out monthly calendars; | write a Monday Morning Memo email each week; we
use a white board outside the classroom entrance to post the week’s activities; we’ll put paper reminders in
backpacks, and we even use the phone tree. We are always trying to improve what we do and how we do it;
and the Home Visits have become a very important part of what we do.

Together—Networking with the Unemployed

A favorite game played by Nazi guards in Jewish concentration camps was to
make the prisoners roll back-breaking boulders from one side of the camp to
the other, only to have them turn around and roll the same rocks back to the
original destination. It wasn't the backbreaking work that drove prisoners
mad, it was the utter futility of the experience.

Those struggling to find employment in today’'s economy may feel a hint of

that futility. Talented people in this congregation have lost their jobs and

have been seeking work relentlessly, sending resume after resume, making

telephone call after telephone call. In Christianity Today, Helping the Unemployed, job-seekers shared
their experiences: "l think that looking for a job has got to be one of the loneliest things a person has to
do. One day you're at work, doing what you do to be useful, having a paycheck, enjoying the social
aspect of working, then the next you're out with nothing, and no idea where to go or who to talk to so you
can get back into the work-a-day world."

“Unfortunately,” responded Pastor Robert Jeffress of Dallas, Texas, “church is often a place where
someone with a need can get mixed into the crowd and go unnoticed. On the other hand, the church is
also a body of people, people who can help each other when they know what their needs and resources
are.”

So how can the Christian community work together as a large network for those looking for jobs.
Westwood First Presbyterian Church is doing its part. Let's figure out how we can do ours.

The homeless families that our church hosted July 11-17 were the nicest, most appreciative
people that we have seen in a long time. And the kids loved playing in the gym; the families
played all together. When we asked for prayer requests, some of the children also asked for
prayers. Most are not identified.
