On September 16, 2010, devastating tornados and gale-force winds ripped through Southeast Ohio along a path from
Nelsonville through Athens and nearly reaching the Ohio River Valley. Many people in our communities and churches
have experienced damage or destruction of private property. Many more have experienced the fear and anxiety of
having their lives and livelihoods literally uprooted.

| am grateful to report that the United Methodist Church is and will continue to respond to the needs of affected
communities and families. One of the greatest gifts of the United Methodist Church is our connectional identity. We don’t
have to do things on our own. While local congregations (The Plains UMC is particularly noteworthy) are providing care
to those affected by the tornados, the Foothills District Superintendent, Rev. Dennis Mohler, has formed a response
team to support the work of the local communities and congregations. The response team is composed of Roger
Thatcher, District Response Team Coordinator, Rev. Joel Harbarger, pastor of The Plains UMC, Rev. Bob Davis,
Director of Jackson Area Ministries, Rev. Brent Watson, Assistant to the District Superintendent, and Rev. Dennis
Mohler. This district team is working closely with the West Ohio Conference Disaster Response Team, chaired by Jim
Rodgers and staffed by Rev. Dee Stickley-Miner. Together, plans are being made to guide our long term response to
include not only restoration of buildings, but emotional and spiritual care to the communities and congregations. West
Ohio has already received an emergency grant of $10,000 from UMCOR to assist in our response. UMCOR consultants
are also working with us to strengthen our capacity to respond to the needs of our neighbors.

Many individuals and congregations have inquired about how they can best assist in the relief and recovery work in the
Foothills District. | invite the members and congregations of West Ohio to support the efforts already underway to be the
presence of Christ's healing love in Athens, Meigs and Perry counties. | encourage you to pray for the individuals and
communities affected, those providing leadership to our response and those providing ongoing care. | also urge you to
give financially. Those who are uninsured or underinsured desperately need our assistance. Athens and Megs counties
are the two most impoverished counties in Ohio with nearly 30% of the families living below the poverty line. Sixty
percent (60%) of the homes destroyed or damaged on September 16 were uninsured.

The question that teachers are often asked when they
recommend that a child wait out kindergarten for an-
other year is; “Why? She knows her letters, numbers
and writes her name adequately.” Then the
teacher tries to explain the vast role that social/
emotional behaviors play in a child’s ability to learn
new cognitive concepts. Sometimes it's an easy ex-
planation; often the parent does not understand the
correlation.

Vicki Welsh, Critical to the well-being of children is their ability to
Preschool successfully regulate their emotions and manage their
Director social interactions in ways that are acceptable to

themselves and others. In today’s schools, children
who manage their emotional and social behavior well are deemed ‘competent’.
Those children whose social or emotional behavior is inappropriate and
unacceptable to others are labeled ‘troubled’ or ‘disabled’. It sounds cruel, but
the fact is that today self-regulation and appropriate emotional reactions are
believed to be central to school success. Consequently, the early identification
of social and emotional problems in infants, toddlers and preschoolers is es-
sential if we are to assist them in building their emotional/social competence
and reduce the chance of future difficulties in elementary school.

Accurate assessment of social/emotional competencies is complex because
the parameters of acceptable behavior are influenced by age, by cultural and
family values and environmental circumstances. For example, it is acceptable
and expected for an infant to cry when hungry, but not for an 8 year old child.
In some families children are encouraged to ask questions, while other families
value silence and listening when an adult speaks. In the environment of the
playground we consider it acceptable to laugh and talk in loud voices, but in
the classroom we expect “inside” voices and raised hands.

Fortunately, we have found a very fine tool to help us wade through all of these
variables. The skill sets are the same but the expected outcomes are increas-
ingly higher for each successive age group, which expresses the developmen-
tal aspect of the skills. For instance, using the same skills, a 2 year old would
only be expected to score 50, while a 4 year old would be expected to score
70. An example of a skill...”Does your child use words to tell you what she
wants or needs?”...in the case of a 2 year old an appropriate score would be
“sometimes”. However, at the age of 4 we would expect “most of the time” to
describe the behavior of this skill.

In each successively older child there should be evidence of maturation of
these self-regulation skills and their accompanied behaviors. If there is not, a
child’'s prognosis for future success in the elementary school setting is
seriously compromised.

This is just one more tool in our chest at WUMC Preschool to help our children
develop and grow in the best ways possible.

Teaching English has been a way to meet this need
for Russian families and it naturally opens doors of
ministry through our friendships and relationships.
We started a youth club with our teens called the
“Live Forever Club” where we open our apartment for
students to explore spiritual questions and have fun
with games, food and fellowship. Teaching has been
a great avenue for ministry with our students.
