During Holy Week, Christians remember when Jesus celebrated Passover with his disciples. The Last Supper, which is remembered on
Holy Thursday, is based on a Jewish celebration, the Seder. So, to enhance the understanding of Holy Week, Westwood United
Methodist Church will be having a Seder celebration on Wednesday, March 31 at 5:45 pm. The family oriented celebration will include
the telling of the Passover story, a game for the children, table discussions and a meal. Reservations need to made on your
Connection Card or to the church office by noon on March 29th.
