Sandra Bullock who plays the role of Leigh Anne
Touhy in the movie ‘Blindside’, turned down the
role three times because of her perception of
Christians as hypocritical and judgmental. But
when she agreed to meet the real Leigh Anne
Touhy, she found her to be so open, honest and
forthright she thought “Wow, | finally met someone
who practices but doesn’t preach — someone who
blazes trails, and they do it as a family.”

Of course we're not perfect. | frequently have to
fight my prejudicial, judgmental views of others. To
be Christ like is hard — we're humans, but as

Christians that’s what we strive to do. We will never
be perceived as perfect, but can we be so “open,
honest and forthright” that we tip the scales of how
Christians are perceived? Can we have a Christ
like perception of Christians become a reality?

Director Well we are off and running with
our new Extended Care Program!
Nothing new or innovative comes
without some adjusts and
unforeseen bumps in the road.

Here is a brief laundry list of my

first week. | now rise at 5:30 am.
That is only 1 hour earlier than usual, but sure doesn't feel like it! The
night before our first day was like my first day of school when | taught full
time...you know teachers...you don't sleep a wink for fear your alarm won'’t
go off.

Then | get to church and the security alarm doesn’t recognize my code!
Fortunately a little voice in my head told me that just might happen, so |
waited for Tom to arrive. But the second day...it still did not authorize me!
| am simultaneously trying to call Duncan and push the buttons on the
security key pad! Whoops...the security company called Pastor Lee that
morning.

Somehow over this next month I'm going to have to find a way not to work
11 hours a day! WUMC hired me for 5 hours a day, September-May and 3
hours a day June-August. The State requires me to be present % of the
center’s operational hours. In our case now that is 5 %2 hours. However,
as any good Director, | need to know what's going on at all points in the
day. Being accessible to both staff and parents is very important for all
concerned. So this issue of scheduling is a real concern. | could of course
plan to be at church from 7 am to 6 pm, but then | have just cut my salary
in halfl! While | certainly put in more hours than contracted, especially
during home visit time, | am not expected to take a significant pay cut for
the privilege of beginning a new program for WUMC. So some workable
schedule of coming and going at various hours will have to be worked out.

There are probably other issues that will arise once the normal preschool
schedule begins. But I'm convinced that these are all minor issues in the
face of the larger good we are providing for our families. So if you pass
me in the hall way and see me yawning, just know it has been another
5:30 am rise and shine morning. Oh, and don’t call me at home after 9 pm
-- I'm in bed!

Top 10 Mistakes Small Group Leaders Make

Randall Neighbour surveyed 500 small group leaders about their most
common mistakes. This is what the leaders said were their top ten
mistakes.

1. "l operated passively without goals." No goals means no direction and
no direction limits spiritual growth.

2. "l released an untrained apprentice.”  Without enough experience and
support a new leader will struggle to survive and thrive.

3. "I was leading as if | were the senior pastor." Leaders do not have to
provide all pastoral care. They may turn the pastors and staff when it is
beyond their skills and comfort level.

4. "l pastored the wrong people." Focus on the core people, the ones
who attend regularly and desire to grow in their Christian faith.

5. "I made community the highest goal of my group." Helping others to
know about Christ is more important than a focusing only on community.

6. "My sole focus was the weekly small group meetin gs." Take the time
to meet individual with people from you group (and worship does not count!)

7. "l appointed myself as the Holy Man (or Holy Wom  an)." Surprise!
Leaders do not have all the answers, but they know how to equip students
to discover the answers themselves.

8. "l took shortcuts with equipping, discipleship a nd accountability" If
a group is to grow in spiritual maturity, there must be accountability which
means living a more disciplined life.

9. "l operated out of a vocational paradigm.” This is not a job. It is a
calling from God!

10. "I had no prayer life." Nothing in the church can happen effectively,
unless it is covered in prayer. That includes all small groups!

In conclusion, Neighbour writes :

“There are only two kinds of mistakes : Good mistakes are the ones you
learn from; bad mistakes are the ones that you repeat or ignore. God has
given you a unigue opportunity to shake up Satan's kingdom with the power
of community. Your group was designed by God to storm the gates of Hell
and set captives free. Don't be afraid to make changes today in your
ministry to see revival in your small group!”
